3. Members and administration

In 2018 (2017) NERA had 366 (373) members, including 286 (309) private, 9 (9) board members, 63 (39) students, 13 (16) departments. 
4. The Congress in Oslo
The congress in Oslo had 610 people attending (Copenhagen 2017 699, 2016, 670 attendees). The congress was held at the University of Oslo, and the theme was “Educational Research – Boundaries, Breaches and Bridges”.

The Organizing committee in Oslo has sent the board an evaluation report and an economic report. The board has discussed and taken care of the main issues raised in the participant evaluation report. The Board has also discussed the evaluation with the local organizing committee in Uppsala.
The board has also paid attention to the main issues and problems raised at that network meeting in 2017. Also, some of these issues have been discussed with the organizing committee in Uppsala. Not all the problems could be solved during 2018.  The board strives to continue complying the wishes from the networks.  

5. The work of the Board according to the Board plan for 2018
The Board has continued to work on NERA’s main tasks: The annual congress, the journal and the networks, within the overall aim of developing the quality of educational research in the Nordic countries. 
· The most extensive issue in 2018 has concerned the new economic situation caused by the Plan S, which aims for Open Access of scholarly publishing by 2020, and the followed regulations of economic support for our journal Nordic Studies in Education. The Board has dealt intensely with the issue throughout 2018 and the beginning of 2019. As a membership organization we value the opinions of the members and has therefore decided to organize an open discussion during the Annual Delegates´ Assembly (issue 10). 
· NERA has supported the following networks: Network 22, “Post-approaches to Education”/ Bosse Bergstedt with 15 000 NOK for organising a pre-conference in connection to NERA congress 2019 in Uppsala and network 22 and Network 16, The Nordic Society for Philosophy of Education/Elisabet Langmann with 15 000 NOK for organising a pre-conference in connection to NERA congress 2019 in Uppsala. 
· The NERA Board has chosen a group to represent NERA at the AERA congress (American Educational Research Association). NERA network 5, The Curriculum Research Network, will represent NERA at AERA 2019 "Re-theorizing Comparative Curriculum Leadership Research – Bildung centered non-affirmative education theory and discursive institutionalism.”  
· The Board of NERA has accepted an application for establishing a new network within NERA, “Justice through Education”. This means that NERA again has 25 networks, after the closing of the network for Classroom research and ethnographic 2016. The new network has number 4.
6. Next congress

Next NERA congress will be held at the University of Turku, Finland, March 4–6, 2020. The theme is “Rethinking the futures of education in the Nordic Countries”. The keynote speakers will be Professor Fazal Rizvi, University of Melbourne, Professor Kirsti Klette, University of Oslo and Professor Risto Rinne, University of Turku. In addition to the three keynotes there will be Future panel discussion with Professor Jussi Välimaa, University of Jyväskylä, Professor Ivar Bleiklie, University of Bergen and Professor Susan Wright, Aarhus University. 
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
