Plans of the Editor-in-Chief for 2019-2020
Herner Saeverot Western Norway University of Applied Sciences will assume the role as editor-in-chief of NSE, and Dziuginta Baraldsnes from Western Norway University of Applied Sciences will continue as editorial assistant. 

Profile. The journal will continue to emerge quarterly, publishing peer-reviewed articles, debates and shorter pieces, and information. Special issues will amount to at the most a quarter of the issues.

NSE is a Nordic journal, and welcomes educational research with Nordic perspectives. The journal’s tradition of writing in either English or Scandinavian will be preserved. 

Goals. The editor strives to publish leading articles in terms of development and direction of educational research. Another goal is to be a gold open access journal, so that articles can be immediately and freely available to the wide public.

Submissions and review procedures. Both the editor and the editorial assistant strives to achieve an efficient and timely review process, whilst maintaining quality. The collaboration with the NERA board will continue.

Impact and visibility. The editor always aims at increasing the journal’s impact and visibility. From 2016 all articles have a digital object identifier (DOI), in order to uniquely identify the articles. 

Publisher. Members of the editorial board and the editor-in-chief have been in negotiations with both Universitetsforlaget and Cappelen, in terms of financial and administrative issues. We have not yet decided whether we wish to continue our collaboration with Universitetsforlaget or start a partnership with Cappelen.
