The Board will continue to work on NERA/NFPF’s main tasks: The annual congress, the journal (OA and new publisher) and the networks within the overall aim of developing the quality of educational research in the Nordic countries. The Board will also continue to develop the association as to become the first choice for educational researchers and scholars in the Nordic countries. 
This work is expected to be helped by the fact that NERA’s fragile economy upon the challenges of Covid-19 and our journal having gone OA have now been surmounted. 5. International activities

· continue NERA’s cooperation with EERA (European Educational Research Association) by playing an active role in the EERA Council
· use the slot NERA/NFPF has at the AERA congress (American Educational Research Association)
· continue NERA’s ongoing work to engage in deepened collaboration with SERA (the Scottish Educational Research Association), and tenatative collaboration with ESAI (the Educational Research Association of Ireland).
